The Kootenay will be
the fifth building
in the village to use
geo-thermal heating.

In keeping with
Elim’s tradition
of using BC lakes
as a source of names,
“The Kootenay
at Elim Village”
is named after
Kootenay Lake in
southeastern BC,
one of BC’s
largest lakes.

It’s about 100 km long
and is 3-5 kms wide.
It drains into the mighty
Columbia River.

The board of directors and staff of Elim
Village are proud to announce that
the much anticipated marketing of
“The Kootenay at Elim Village” will
commence shortly. The 53-suite three-
storey condo building will have one and
two bedroom suites ranging in size from
709 square feet to 1035 square feet.

Each suite will feature a minimum of nine-
foot ceilings, geo-thermal heat and air
conditioning, and have a fireplace. Many
of the suites will have mountain views to
the north and east.

The Kootenay will complement the
existing 197 independent living units
at Elim, which are fully occupied.
“We are excited that we will be able to
offer these additional units and are
encouraged that people continue to
support and affirm the campus-of-care
philosophy at Elim,” says marketing
director David Herman. “‘The Kootenay
at Elim Village’ will add to our array of

selection and price points that we offer.”

Construction will begin this fall and will
be done by EJM, which has built the
previous quality buildings in Elim.
So excitement grows as this fall residents
will be waking up to the sounds of
excavators and heavy equipment as the
village watches another building rise out
of the ground.

Record-breaking Garage Sale - Residents held their
annual garage sale in early June and raised a record
$7,082. Thanks to the crew of 28 volunteers for pouring
their energy into organizing the sale.

Harrison Therapeutic Garden - When the Harrison
(residential care) recreation staff publicized their wish
for a therapeutic garden, the Elim Resident Garden
Committee embraced the idea.

They wanted this garden to be a gift from “the rest
of the village” to Harrison residents. The Elim
Foundation offered to match every donation so by
the end of the campaign, over $30,000 had been raised
for the therapeutic garden. The garden officially
opened in late June and Harrison residents are
enjoying a beautiful, serene, yet stimulating outdoor
space that features pathways, raised garden beds, a
bridge, a water feature, grassed areas and many
varieties of plants and trees.

This community project truly exemplifies that in a
large and ever-growing village, residents retain a
united and caring spirit.
