It will
primarily serve the Emerald (assisted
living) and Harrison (residential care)
residents, some who otherwise would
have no opportunity to venture out.

After receiving thorough training in
operational and safety aspects,
recreation staff drivers prepared for
the first run. Residents who were the
first to move into the Harrison back in
January felt honored to be part of the
inaugural trip. “After much excitement,
we had residents safely on board.
Pastor Gordon came on to say a prayer
for our journey and to pray for me, the
driver!” said Jeanne Sommerfield,
Wellness Coordinator.
