    Sun has turned the brown area in the center of the village into a nice green 
field. This hearty variety of grass should stay green during the dry spells.  
    The marketing office and staff will move back into their relocated home ɬ 
the trailerɭin early July. We hope to add a bit to the trailer allowing for more 
storage space and possibly giving our security staff a small office.   
    We are slowly going through the building permit process for Building K, 
which will be located along 160  Street and will have 53 new residences in it. 
We hope to begin construction by the middle of September. There will be some 
excavation work taking place in August.  Having this done in the summer, we 
will be able to remove the soil at lower costs during the dryer time of the year.   
    This summer we will also be carrying out some site work to connect the  
water and meet the new standards set by the city. Residents will be kept
